Ahab told Jezebel all that Elijah had done, and how he had killed all the
prophets with the sword. “Then Jezebel sent a messenger to Elijah,
saying, “So may the gods do to me, and more also, if I do not make your
life like the life of one of them by this time tomorrow.”

*Then he was afraid; he got up and fled for his life, and came to Beer-
sheba, which belongs to Judah; he left his servant there. “But he himself




went a day’s journey into the wilderness, and came and sat down under a
solitary broom tree. He asked that he might die: “It is enough; now,

O Lord, take away my life, for I am no better than my ancestors.” Then
he lay down under the broom tree and fell asleep. Suddenly an angel
touched him and said to him, “Get up and eat.” °He looked, and there at
his head was a cake baked on hot stones, and a jar of water. He ate and
drank, and lay down again. "The angel of the Lord came a second time,
touched him, and said, “Get up and eat, otherwise the journey will be too
much for you.” ®He got up, and ate and drank; then he went in the
strength of that food forty days and forty nights to Horeb the mount of
God. °At that place he came to a cave, and spent the night there.

“Jesus answered him, “It
is written, ‘One does not live by bread alone.”” *Then the devil led him
up and showed him in an instant all the kingdoms of the world. °And the
devil said to him, “To you I will give their glory and all this authority;
for it has been given over to me, and | give it to anyone I please. 'If you,
then, will worship me, it will all be yours.” Jesus answered him, “It is
written,
“Worship the Lord your God,

and serve only him.””
°Then the devil took him to Jerusalem, and placed him on the pinnacle of
the temple, saying to him, “If you are the Son of God, throw yourself
down from here,'%for it is written,

‘He will command his angels concerning you,

to protect you,’
